Writing: 
Each student will complete 6 journal entries that are 3 to 5 paragraphs and at least one 
full page each. Students may write or type their entries.  
 
Math: 
Each student will receive a summer learning math packet composed of extra math 
practice sheets from their math workbook. These pages contain problems based on 
concepts we have learned this year. Please complete this packet and turn it in to your 
new teacher by August 16.
